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 Stanisława Bieńczak Child Support Foundation, holding the status of a Public 

Benefit Organization  has been operating since 2002 in  the south-east of Poland.  

We bring help to poor, sick and disabled children, from families suffering social 

exclusion, as well as a exceptionally gifted youths. All funds collected so far (over 4.0 mln. zł 

i.e. approx. 1 000 000 euro) were in 100% donated to the needy. Founders are bearing the cost 

of foundation maintaining. 

 On 2 June 2012 we began the construction of Children’s Village „Nasz Dom” in 

Brzozów. Two of six family orphanages are already finished and equipped. At present,  in one 

of  existing buildings lives a family with children, in the second one there  are conducted 

workshops with children and youth: prophylactic, educational, child rearing, therapeutic, 

artistic, sports.  

 In the near future we plan to rebuild and extend facility existing  on the  plot  into a 

Development Support Centre intended to community of Children’s Village and inhabitants of 

the Podkarpacie  region and also to build another four buildings. In  the Village, there will be 

a family emergency shelter, four family orphanages, house for children leaving the centre (till 

they become independent) and educational and workshop building serving as a  

multifunctional development support centre i.e. ,,Mała Akademia Życia”. [Small Academy of 

Life] 

Children’s Village will be open to needs of every child irrespective of origin. 

Important aspects of  the Village will be the integration of inhabitants with local 

community. Our vision is that every child will be loved and learn how to love others, 

receive proper child rearing, education, and after leaving will be able to promote 

brotherhood and friendship between nations. We want that right from this  melting pot 

of various cultures and nations the  idea  of friendship  will flash up like a supernova all 

over the world. 

 We lack  approx. 4.0 mln zł i.e. approx. 1 000 000 euro to  for the building 

construction to be completed, while the furnishing cost amounts to approx. 1 mln zł i.e. 250 

000 euro.  

We  have already begun actions ensuring financing Children’s Village and Mała 

Akademia Życia after finishing the investment- construction activities. We received  the 

declaration by the local authorities considering the co-financing of our activity,  as well as  

declarations  of enterprises, including the patron and carer  of the Foundation (Eleo-Budmax 

company) about  donating a part of their profit for the needs of efficiently operating centre. 

We strongly invite you to familiarize with the information folder and to active 

commitment in this important and innovative project. Any assistance can be extremely 

valuable for residents of Children’s Village and dependants of the Foundation, who are  

dreaming about safe, full of love childhood with a sense of security. At the same time, we 

believe, that your participation in the project will be the source of immense satisfaction.

INNOVATIVE PROPRIETARY  PROJECT  

 

CHILDRENS’ VILLAGE „NASZ DOM” 

  Years ago, in a wooden building, where Childrens’ Village is formed,  there lived little 

Basia, who became an orphan at the age of 9. Bożena Bieńczak, then school pedagogue, took 

care of her. A dramatic childhood of the girl was one of the many reasons, of taking a 

decision to build Childrens’ Village and  taking under form of family care a larger group of 

children without parents. 

 

On  2 June 2012 we began construction of Childrens’ Village. Architectural-

construction design made by an architect Ruben Bardanaszwili involves the construction of 

six buildings, reconstruction and extension of one existing object. In  the Village  there will 

be: 

¶ a family emergency shelter, 

¶ four family orphanages,  

¶ house for children leaving the centre till they become independent, 

¶ educational and workshop building as a multifunctional development  support centre 

called Mała Akademia Życia  

 

Childrens’ Village NASZ DOM is a place where orphaned or abandoned children 

will find shelter, a safe, cheerful home and foster parents who deeply believe that they 

can take care of them, give them warmth, love, starting from the dramatic moment of 

losing their parents up to the moment when the children  reach adulthood, become fully 

independent or be able to go back to their biological families. The family orphanages are 

the best alternative for the institutional ones. Poland is in the beginning of its way of 

transforming the system of foster care into a familial, more children- friendly one.

In the centre of Children’s Village there will be created a multifunctional  development 

support centre of the educational- workshop character, that will be named: Small Academy of 

Life . The building that already exists on our plot will be redecorated and reconstructed.  

 

 Small academy of Life – present condition 

We wish to complete the ‘shell’ up to 13 May 2017- the 100th  

anniversary of Apparitions of Fatima. Holy Mother of Fatima 

is a patron of the Children’s Village.  The figure brought from 

Fatima was built in the chapel on the plot and oversees our 

hard work. 

 Small Academy of life shall be a place of education, 

development, relax and different forms of therapy for the inhabitants of the Village-and 

which is really crucial for the project also for the children and youth of local 

environment and those endangered with social exclusion. 

Workshops and classes shall be led by the qualified 

specialists, who have a lengthy experience of working with 

children and families.  

In the centre there shall be: lecture room, scientific 

room and a library,  therapeutic- compensatory workshop, 

artist-crafts workshop, ecology- cooking workshop, sports 

gym. There shall take place following workshops: 

concerning communication, dealing with difficult emotions, 

concerning educational methods and counseling, mediation 

and family therapy in cooperation with local institutions for child and family (Powiatowe 

Centrum Pomocy Rodzinie, Miejski Ośrodek Pomocy Społecznej, Poradnia Psychologiczno – 

Pedagogiczna, Policja, Ośrodek Interwencji Kryzysowej, itp…).  We intend to reach the 

most pathological environments and encourage families to participate in programs 

realised by us and provide them with professional psychological, therapeutic and legal 

care. We want to give the chance to children and families, who would never have a 

chance to get to constructive and motivating to change workshops and meetings. The 

most important aim of work  with such families is the increase of their  educational 

awareness, motivation to work on their lives and change of attitude  and their life situation.   

For the youth leaving the orphanages we are going to organize workshops of active 

job searching, concerning establishing and running business activity, psychological 

workshops on the form of group meetings as well as the individual meetings with the 

counselor.   

At present we cooperate with some families endangered with social exclusion  from 

the Brzozów District. These families are covered by the in- kind 

aid (purchase of food medicines, giving them clothes, toys, 

stationery for school, help in house redecorations), 

psychological support,  life counsel, while for the children we 

organize various kinds of preventive and developmental 

workshops, constructive forms of spending free time, help in 

learning and different games with the participation of the family 

living in the Village, specialist staff and volunteers of the 

Foundation in one of the houses built in the Children’s Village

 The experience of the Foundation strengthens the belief that areas of activity of Children’s 

Village and Small Academy of Life are the response for the 

needs of the most needy children, who have never 

experienced a happy and full of love childhood and  nor had 

the opportunity of comprehensive development. We believe, 

that activities based on our original program, leading to 

limitation of pathology in families and social exclusion 

too, after few years will become a model solution for 

institutions working with a child and family both in 

Poland and worldwide.  

 

 The aim of our intended and partially being fulfilled activities is a support of 

family, school, church in the proper education and shaping of a young man and 

limitation of social pathology: poverty, unemployment, criminal activities and exclusion.
